Monday: Wheel day. We block off our driveway and the children play with
wheel toys. You are invited to bring wheel toys and a helmet from home.
Friday: Show and Share. Your child is invited to bring a toy that they will
share with the other children. Please label all toys.

When a parent arrives, it is time for the child to go home.
